Chotanagpur is the place of origin of Oraon, Munda, Kharia, Ho and Santhal tribes irrespective of their migration to different parts of India.

This society established in the year 1982 has the following aims and objectives:

a) To promote goodwill, cooperation and unity among its members and foster amicability and brotherhood with citizens of India.

b) To organize social services and other charitable activities for welfare of tribals.

c) To develop and promote art, culture, language, literature and interests of tribals.

ABOUT THE CONFERENCE
A major identity marker for the Adivasis is their language, and it is in this critical aspect of their identity that is damaged most when languages other than theirs are imposed on them. Mother tongue is the language of nature; it has a basis in the natural law of the land, which structures the culture and language of the people.
The conference will review opportunities and constraint in integrating families, academician, students, professionals, administrators, politicians and voluntary organizations to promote the language. It will draw on the experiences of social workers, writers and academicians nation wide who have been engaged in promoting the language.

The focus of the conference therefore is on promoting the language in ground-real contexts. Sessions will focus on problems in promotion, constraint, weakness, publication, research and empowerment of language.

The goal of the conference is to make substantial progress in the establishment of an operable agenda for promoting the Kurukh language.

The conference will feature state-of-the–art research on adoption and promotion of Kurukh language. The conference also will contribute to the ongoing efforts to achieve the national and 

state level development goals on promotion of Kurukh language.

Representatives from different Metro cities and states viz Chattishgarh, Bihar, West Bengal, Assam, M.P, Orissa and Jharkhand will attend the conference. The conference will include a mix presentation, workshop session and contributed presentation.
